What we're doing as the first 
step of Scientology is learning how 
to handle memory. What is 
memory? How do we handle it? 
How does it affect us? How can we 
keep it from affecting us that way? 

Well, there are numerous ways of 
approaching this problem. 

In order to make a person com­
pletely happy, you could simply 
pick up and knock out and take 
all the punch out of all of the 
painful moments of his entire 
life or his entire existence. This 
was the first method used. Take 
out every painful or uncomfortable 
moment. Of course it would be 
impossible for him to be uncom­
fortable or in pain any more 
because of memory. That's the 
long way to go about it. 

How about getting him up to 
the point where he is so self-
determined, so positive in his 
thinking, so competent in his 
handling of his own memory that 
he no longer has to worry about it, 
so that he just handles memory? 

A memory comes up with pain 
in it that would register about three 
dials worth on a machine and he 
says, "Well, that's just another 
facsimile", and puts it over there 
in the file that has to do with being 
run down by Mack trucks. It 
doesn't affect him. 

Always in the past when he met 
a girl with dark eyes he felt embar­
rassed or ashamed or something and 
couldn't talk to her. Well, that's 
just some facsimile someplace that 
he didn't take responsibility for 
while he was embarrassed and 
couldn't talk to some girl. So the 

facsimile could sort of be called up 
automatically by seeing these dark 
eyes, move up and move over him 
and he would feel embarrassed. 

There are two ways of handling 
that: find and knock out the basic 
facsimile, or fix him up so when he 
sees this girl with black eyes, with­
out even getting the slightest jar 
emotionally, he simply picks up 
this little facsimile that's turned up 
and he files that under "Black eyes, 
girl seen in the year 1931." In 
other words he can put his filing 
system together and he does so 
rather automatically. 

If he has enough self-determin­
ism, if he is up the Tone Scale to a 
point where he is able to command 
himself, his memory and anything 
associated with himself and his 
memory, anything can happen and 
does. But it's all to the good 
fortunately. 

So our goal then is teaching 
people to handle memory by 
making it possible for them to get 
up in terms of tone, self reliance 
and self confidence to a level where 
they handle memory with great 
ease and won't back away from any 
memory they have, no matter what 
its charge or what's in it. 

If you can do that, you have 
sanity. A person is as sane as he can 
handle his memories. A person is 
also as sane as he can plan for the 
future. If he can plan for the future 
well and ably with no concern for 
the present, he's pretty sane. 
Because the funny part of it is that 
you are so competent natively that 
there isn't anything in present time 
could ever worry you that much 

except you. 
So we're looking for a relatively 

complete self-determinism which 
leads a person out along the line 
and makes a good, sensible, sane 
human being out of him, and makes 
it possible for him to have some fun. 

It's a good thing they turned 
out to be honest when they're that 
way. They do become more honest. 
Man was never able to trust that 
point, and that was why he never 
adventured out very far on this 
track. He wasn't sure that a man, 
released of his restraints, rules, 
laws and personal and social inhibi­
tions, would not turn into a raving 
demon who would then do nothing 
but gobble up the rest of mankind. 

Fortunately, that is not the case. 
The second that you make a man 
truly free he becomes truly good. 
It is only the individual who has 
lost his belief in himself and his 
own pride of goodness and his own 
pride of being and his own honor 
who is dangerous, because after 
that it doesn't matter what he 
does to anyone, including himself. 

The only thing that makes a 
criminal criminal is that he has 
conceived himself so low and so 
debased that he now can be 
criminal. He has lost his honor, he 
has lost his pride, he has lost him­
self and so he will injure others 
because actually he is trying to 
injure himself. 

If you restore Man as cause, if 
you restore man to a level of 
knowing, of being, you will find 
out he immediately has reasons 
to be good, and he will be good. 
The only hope of this society at 

the present time is to free and 
make everyone sane that we can. 
If we can't, this society is gone 
because the relative freeness, the 
relative knowingness, the relative 
pride of being, the relative ethics, 
the relative honor of any individual 
are what establish the surroundings 
of that individual in terms of 
survival. 

If you want a society to survive, 
it has to be free, it has to know, it 
has to be cause, it has to have a 
pride of being and an honor high 
enough to cause it to want to live.

A civilization without insanity . . . 

The Church of Scientology formed the 
Citizens Commission for Human Rights in 1969 
to secure the rights of mental patients to a 
safe environment and humane treatment. 
It is a national educational project with 32 
branches, active in exposing practices that in 
fact create further insanity. Its panels hear 
cases of abuses and gather data for govern­
ment presentation. 

When the Commission discovered illegal drug 
experiments being done on patients without 
their knowledge at the Missouri Institute of 
Psychiatry, the state government immediately 
investigated and corrective state regulations 
resulted. Later discovery of LSD experiments 
on patients without their consent and without 
federal permits placed the Insitute under 
further government and law enforcement 
investigation. 

Massive evidence has been gathered on 
the permanent damage caused by electroshock 
treatment and its current indiscriminate use. 
Commission members were key witnesses in 
1975 before the California Assembly and 
Senate in support of a bill limiting use of 
shock. 

In recent years, as a result of heavy 
pressure for psychiatric reform, few if any 
state hospitals now perform psychosurgery 
(destruction of healthy brain tissue) on involun­
tary patients. State legislatures in Washington 
and Oregon have severely restricted psycho­
surgery. 

The Southern California CCHR recently 
published its investigation into the role of 
psychiatry and mental health in Los Angeles 
schools, which found that while funding for 
Mental Health programs had increased 300% 
over a 7 year period in California (50 million 
dollars was allocated in L.A. for 1972-3) 
student IQ and achievement test scores have 
been dropping markedly since 1969 in the 
L.A. public schools. 

The National Alliance for Alcoholism 
Prevention and Treatment, another group 
sponsored by the reform-minded Church of 
Scientology, discovered existing treatment 
programs in mental health facilities often 
worsened the alcoholic's condition or reduced 
the individual to a vegetable. 

With the support of the NAAPT, the 
Governor of California signed a State bill this 
fall which removed alcoholism programs from 
mental health facilities. 
. . . without criminals. . . 

Narconon (narcotics, no!) is a group that 
has used L. Ron Hubbard's technology since 
1966. Started by an inmate of the Arizona 
State Penitentiary, it is not part of the 
Church of Scientology or a Church missionary 
activity. It is a secular program in prisons and 
communities which rehabilitates criminals and 
drug abusers. 

Narconon now runs 31 programs within 
penal institutions and reformatories, with 
unheard of success in restoring respect for 
self and others. 

The Delaware Agency to Reduce Crime is 
just concluding an official study of the 
Narconon program covering over 100 ex-inmates 
in that state which shows that a full 70% of the 
Narconon graduates released from prison have 
had no re-arrests. 

Of the drug addicts from Louisiana's West 
Bank who have been through the Narconon 
program there, 100% are now off drugs, and 
living productive lives with a consequent 
reduction in the amount of crime in the 
community there, according to the city's mayor. 

Upon touring the Narconon facilities in 
Europe, the county doctor and drug expert for 
the Senate of Berlin wrote "The changes in 
some of them (the Narconon students) are 
partly on the borderline of the unbelievable and 
miraculous if one considers that the classical 
psychiatric treatment usually does not have 
success." A parliamentary health committee 
decided unanimously to advocate Narconon's 
treatment methods for drug addict rehabili­
tation. 

"/ had been using heroin and reds for 
seven years. I felt like I just wanted to die. 
Within one month I was a healthy, happy per­
son free from the complusions to take drugs. 
From all the gains I've made at Narconon I 
have certainty I'll never use drugs again." J.J. 

"1 was just completing my second year in 
prison. I felt almost obligated to go back into 
society upon my release and destroy whatever 
I could. I believed my parents, the courts and 
the system were responsible for my condition. 
Then I joined Narconon and I came to realize 
I was in fact responsible for my condition and 
I could change things for the better. Since 
my release December 18, 1972, I've worked at 
Narconon. I truly believe that with Ron's tech 
we can eliminate the need for prisons." S.I.. 

. . . and without war. . . 
The Church of Scientology - sponsored 

Commission on Law Enforcement and Social 
Justice is investigating the practice of police 
and intelligence organizations purposely falsi­
fying records and dossiers on citizens and 
groups, and circulating these reports without 
the citizen or group having any recourse to see 
or correct their files if false. 

In tracing who was circulating one such 
'disc report, the Committee discovered Interpol, 

a private international police organization 
beyond the control of the U.S. or any of its 
other 120 member countries. 

With world tension being steadily increased 
by terrorists, Interpol refuses to capture them 
claiming it does not get involved in political 
issues. Interpol has also refused to bring Nazi 
war criminals to justice for the same reason, 
although in 1950 when Czechoslovakians 
tried to escape Communist oppression Interpol 
aided the Communists in hunting them down. 

As a result of the Commission's 240 page 

report, U.S. Senator Joseph Montoya (Chair­
man of the Senate Subcommittee on Treasury 
Appropriations) recently held hearings on the 
hidden Nazi connections of Interpol and its 
threat to the privacy of U.S. citizens. Repre­
sentative Edward Beard of Rhode Island has 
also called for further investigation. 

A dossier system full of uncorrected false 
reports is a source of needless conflict. Cessa­
tion of war depends on honest communication. 
The exposure of Interpol is an important step 
to world peace. 
. . . where the able can prosper. . .

Today he has 3 offices 
and a full, thriving graphic arts studio and 
print shop. "I knew I wanted to be in aesthetics 
but before Scientology I always stopped myself.

Through the efforts of the Committee for 

Law Enforcement and Social Justice, Scien­
tologists are securing the right to correct false 
statements in one's record, and so create a 
society where there is real justice.

These success stories and hundreds of others 
in a dozen other schools are the result of 
applying Ron's educational technology by 
Applied Scholastics, a private non-profit 
educational corporation whose purpose is to 
get Ron's study tech into broadest possible 
use in the U.S. and Mexico.

Since the beginnings of Dianetics and Scien­
tology, his caring research has continued over 
the years to include all aspects of the broad 
problems of the humanities. 

Today there are 28 hardback books by L. 
Ron Hubbard, plus an 8 volume set of organ­
izational policies, and very soon to be released 
a similar set containing all technical bulletins. 
It is estimated there are another 25,000,000 
words of tape recorded lectures by Ron on 
his discoveries in the archives of Scientology. 

Yet the knowledge of Scientology has been 
so clearly codified by Ron that anyone may 
learn it and use it in a remarkably short time. 
Scientology is the most vital movement 
on Earth today . . . 

The 1972 Britannica Yearbook noted that 
while membership in mainstream churches was 
at a standstill, Scientology was the largest of 
the growing new religions.

GROWING UP A SCIENTOLOGIST 
Class VI KINGSl.EY WIMBUSH. now interning 
as a graduate of the Organization Executive 
Course and Flag Executive Briefing Course 
at ASHO 

I WAS 15 1/2 WHEN I FIRST READ A 
SCIENTOLOGY PAMPHLET IN AUSTRALIA, 
back in 1960. I actually wasn't allowed in to 
the free lecture until I was 16! That was just 
the rule then. So I stayed home while my 
mother went and started training. 

When I turned 16. my father took me down 
to hear the lecture and he became interested 
just listening to it. My three brothers, Bernard. 
Keith and Douglas came into Scientology too. 

I did the Hubbard Professional Auditor's 
course, then went straight to England for the 
Saint Hill Special Briefing Course. I was 18 
then the youngest student there in 1963. 

The course totally changed my life. The 
auditing and training I got really set me up to 
be successful in whatever I do. If it had cost 
a million dollars I'd still be happy paying if 
off! 

I went back to Australia as a Class VI at 
19. I wanted to learn about business and 
administration, but the Org Exec Course 

wasn't out yet so I started my own business. 
It started off as a lawn mowing business, 

but by the time I left Australia a few years 
later, I had 20 people working for me - sales­
man, all sorts of tradesman, and we were doing 
building work. I was probably making about 
$500 a week. 

Soon I asked myself what is the worth of 
all this? So I handed it over to somebody else 
and went to the Scientology mission starting 
in Vancouver Canada (which has since grown 
into a Church) and then to Santa Clara in 
California. 

I came to ASHO for administrative train­
ing on the Org Exec Course and Flag Executive 
Briefing Course 6 months ago. 

Before Scientology I was very withdrawn. 
Talking to even one person I didn't know really 
well was a big hassle. Now I like to talk in front 
of whole groups!

DIANETICS1950 
Saint Hill Special Briefing Course student 
OWEN REYNOLDS was a mathemathics pro­
fessor at the University of Tampa, Florida when 
Dianetics first came out in 1950: 

I bought the book about a month after it 
came out. and started auditing anyone who 
would sit still! Friends, my wife. 

The wins of today don't impress me. We had 
just as big wins in '50. But we had many more 
losses then. 

What really impresses me today is the 
standardness of the tech. You can go in and 
audit and rely upon it. 

Sometimes in the early days a preclear 
would have a big win but you wouldn't always 
know why. If it wasn't explained in Book One 
you were on your own. Today you can go in 
and know with certainty that what you are 
doing works and know why it works, every 
time. 

AN EXCITING 21 YEARS 
Class VI RUTH KNUDSEN. now on her Class 
VI Internship at ASHO: 

I WENT TO SOME. TAPED LECTURES 
NEAR SAN DIEGO in 1954, and after the 
second one I was a Scientologist. I took my 
Hubbard Certified Auditor course on a one 
student basis and became an auditor in 1955. 

It was. definitely an adventure being in 
on the development and research of Scien­
tology. There was actually a period when I 
was the only working auditor in San Diego! 
I'd get a bulletin in the mail and it might 
be a completely new rundown. I'd call my 
preclear on the phone and say "Hey, I have a 
new rundown, how about my auditing it on 
you?" He'd say sure. And it always turned 
out beautiful. That was Hank Billings, an aero­
space engineer, who is an O.T. today. 

In the fall of 1961 I went to Saint Hill to 
do the Briefing Course. You started auditing 
the first week you were there. The second week 
I walked in and learned I was to audit this 
girl on goals at 2:00 that afternoon-and I 
hadn't studied any of the bulletins on that yet! 
It was, compared to the Briefing Course today, 
very rugged. I came home in May of 1962, and 
audited at the San Diego Church. In 1967 I 
went back to Saint Hill and retrained the 
Briefing Course to catch up on all that had 
come out. 

I enjoy life more since becoming a Scien­
tologist. I've raced sports cars and in 1969 
I learned skydiving! I've never let anyone 
fool me into thinking that because I was a 
grandmother I was too old for such things. 

In 1974 I went Clear and OT III. I've just 
finished doing the full Saint Hill Special Brief­
ing Course at ASHO, which is certainly the 
best, most complete of the Briefing Courses 
I've done. Now I'm on the Internship, which is 
going to make a big difference. I wish there 
had been internships back in 1956! 

It's impossible to tell you how many times 
over Scientology has improved since the early 
50s. There's really no comparison-it's like 
the Aborigines and the moon technology! 

Well, I've been in Scientology 21 years 
now and I don't look much older than I did 
21 years ago-and I'm 58 years old! It's been a 
great adventure so far.

AFTER HITCH HIKING THROUGH 
EUORPE for 4 months in 1962, I had no 
money left and I didn't feel like going home 
to South Africa. I didn't know what I was 
looking for then but I know what it is now. 
I wanted to find out what was going on in my 
life and why. 

Then 1 read Dianetics, Modern Science. I 
found everything I was looking for in about 2 
sentences! 

I went to London for my Hubbard Pro­
fessional Auditor's Course. The first time I 
audited, I had the preclear sitting opposite me 
and I realized I didn't know how to stand the 
E-Meter up! That could never happen in today's 
training. 

I did the Briefing Course at Saint Hill in 
1963 and 1964. It was rough in those days 
People come through now virtually sailing 
all the way on the right gradient of standard 
tech. 1 don't know how I could tell them what 
it was like. I mean I used to audit holding the 
table I never audited without being com­
pletely terrified. 

Auditing is done from understanding now. 
You can take a case and the preclear can win 
all the time, and you can win all the time as the 
auditor. 

These last 13 years have been very hard 
work, but very rewarding. If I see someone do 
a crazy thing I don't have any misunderstanding 
about what's happening. I've gained phenomenal 
knowledge. I really understand what thetans are 
all about now.

Engineer finds purpose 
RICK WHITE, recent Class VI 

graduate from ASHO, had been a success­
ful industrial engineer before Scientology. 

"I'd gone into business managing my 
own company in Boise, Idaho, while 
working on my Master of Business 
Administration," he recalls. "I came to 
the realization that I wasn't going any­
where. I had achieved a plateau but I 
didn't have anything of real value." 

He sold everything he had and left 
Boise. "I knew I was going somewhere, 
but I didn t know where," he says. 
Within two months he found Scientology. 
That was in 1973, and he's now trained 
all the way to Class VI. 

"When I found Scientology I found a 
purpose." Rick says. "To make the game 
a more fair, sane and fun game we've got 
to get more people Clear. So I've become 
an auditor."
